MININUM REQUIREMENTS FOR UNDERGRADUATE PILOT TRAINING

1.  Minimum AFOQT (Air Force Officer Qualification Test) scores for UPT (combined total score of pilot and navigator must be at least 50%)

Verbal:  15

Quantative:  10
Pilot:  25   +   Nav:  10  

2.  A Bachelors degree or higher from a 4 year educational institution listed in the current Accredited Institutions of Post Secondary Education (required for all appointments)

3. Must complete BATs (Basic Attributes Test) prior to UPT

4.  Applicants must not exceed 30 years of age and 5 years Total Active Federal Commissioned Service (TAFCS) by start of the UPT class  (FY06 starts in Oct 05)

5.  If selected, must provide documented flying experience and a photocopy of FAA license and last page of logbook reflecting total hours.

6. 20/20 vision

20/70 correctable with eyeglasses only (no surgery allowed – to date)

7. NO WAIVERS allowed in the State of Illinois (State AG Policy)

8. Must meet all medical standards IAW AFI 48-123

9. Class 1 Flying physicals are only good for 2 years from date of physical

10.  Prior Service officers must satisfy age requirements specified in AFI 36-2005, table 2.1

11.  Rated officers who have been trained by other than USAF Flight Training must appear before an ARB IAW AFI 11-402 and be approved by ANG/DPT for award of a USAF aeronautical rating prior to appearing before a Federal Recognition Board (FEB).   Some former officers and officers of other services may require a FEB.
