11. Letters of Recommendation

12. Copy of Birth Certificate and SSAN and drivers license

13. 3 x 5 Photo (will not be returned)

Forward the requested material in one package.  You do not need to frequently check the status of your file.  After completion of the board, all materials will be destroyed.  

Applicants must have completed all required training and started UPT before reaching age 30.  No waivers will be executed.  Due to the fact that our board is selecting candidates for classes that are 18 months after the board meets, applicants 28 years of age at the time of the board will be excluded from consideration.
